soldiers gambled for his

Then they crucified Him,

Then the soldiers came and 
broke the legs of the first 
and of the other who was 
crucified with Him.

broken.

And when 
Joseph had taken the body, 
he wrapped it in a clean 
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linen cloth and laid it in his 
new tomb which he had 
hewn out of the rock; and 
he rolled a large stone 
against the door of the 
tomb, and departed.
